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Quality over quantity, this is how I would sum up the Press Conference. Pleasant informal atmosphere. 

After making my presentation on the Future of Europe to officialise my campaign for the Presidency of the EC, there followed a Q&A session. The questions to which I responded were multiple, interesting and challenging relating to:

· What was my experience in politics
· Science, Science projects, Science funding

· A book written by a neuroscientist

· Brexit

· My face to face encounter with Jean-Claude Juncker on the Future of Europe at the Beaux-Arts (BOZAR) - My criticism of his speeches on the State of the Union

· Migration, climate change, ... 

· Blasphemy

· Democracy

· What are exactly my intentions as an independent candidate and did I belong to any particular political party? – What of the other Spitzenkandidaten and their projects? .

· How and who would be my Commissioners?

· On what did I base my very critical assessment of the world situation?

· Trust: How???

· The educational system

· World War III is coming: when? And why?

There were many more...
The World Wars were basically the outcome of a growing and dangerous increase in unhappiness (that can take on multiple forms) at local, regional, national, continental and world levels that exploded into uncontrollable violence and hate. The peace that followed these World Wars was in fact in large part the result of the World Wars themselves: Europe was stunned by the horrors of these wars and needed time to recover from the existential (and economic) shock..."Never again!" With time, the shock subsided, Europe recovered but it made a vital mistake: the post world war European rebirth ignored what led to its past demise. Unhappiness was ignored. Unhappiness grew and is now growing to its existential Status Quo Ante. When this unhappiness (in its different forms) shall reach a certain threshold, World War III shall begin.

The ONLY way to put an end to this vicious circle is to reset the mindsets with a common worldwide referential: world society well being and quality of life (cf my conversation with Prof Amartya Sen, Nobel Prize Laureate in Economics). How? The New Capacity Building Programme (NCBP). The NCBP was in fact the deliverable of an important lecture I was invited to give in Slovenia last 8 Novembre 2018. The lecture was so successful that a world tour of what has now become known as my “Slovenian” lecture is being considered to promote the NCBP. 

We are faced with increasingly complex holistic multicultural integrated interdisciplinary challenges that require a fundamental mindset revolution, a fundamental education revolution and a fundamental governance revolution not just in Europe but worldwide. And the first step is: TRUST. Projects come second, trust comes first, then create projects with the people to achieve and sustain their happiness at local, regional, national, continental and world levels. This requires a New Global Governance Infrastructure facilitating coordinated collective citizen/institution collaboration on an equal footing with equal opportunities. How? The NCBP.

The proportion of clever yet unbalanced human beings on Planet Earth is rising dangerously... What the world needs is intelligence. This requires a fundamental Education Revolution.
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
