Thank you for your kind invitation.
 

For reasons already explained, my agenda is quite horrendous at the moment and I shall not be able to make it this Thursday 15nth March.
  
Your assistant Mr Karppo told me that I could however send you my comments for your discussions. I am including everybody in this e-mail since Minds are Meeting...
 

There are in fact a great many points that I would have liked to take up with your colleagues, but as I said I am limited by time.
 

The following may sound rather critical, but this is only because even though you have done some very good work, it is now time - and possible - to go much, much further in your endeavours. And this is where we, the NewPOL Network, can help. The enclosed (7nth edition of our General Introduction) shall help you understand what I mean.
 

1. After having read through all the files - that I found most inspiring, I must say - my question is: "What next?". How are you going to give life to all your ideas and initiatives for maximum impact on Society Well Being and Quality of Life? You need a new tool.
 

2. "Meeting of Minds". I see what you mean. But Minds Meet everyday everywhere and from far away...and not just with the so-called academic elite and in one particular field: the brain. Why single out "Meeting of Minds" and create a "Meeting of Minds" project separated from all the other "projects" or "topics"? Can you dissociate transport from societal networks, for example? Etc... 
 

A simple practical experience regarding Minds Meeting would be creating ONLY ONE Meeting (no problems of attendance here...) whose theme would be Society Well Being and Quality of Life and bringing together everyone from their traditional topics: sustainable energy sources + Galileo applications + converging technologies + nanotechnology in chemical substitution + antibiotic resistance + global human health + technology options for transport + cancer therapy + intellectual property rights + impact of animal welfare + state of recent research on Legionnaires' disease + human enhancement and high technologies for disabilities + ICT and the Media Industry + New Agronomic Technologies for developing countries + food issues and human health + genetic testing on the internet + ...
 

How shall each cocoon communicate when faced with others in this context and how shall each relate its activities to the well being and quality of life of the world population?

 
Chances are that the very first Meeting of this kind shall be an embarrassed silence between many participants, possible frustration/irritation and chaos. A new thinking paradigm shall be necessary. But this can lead to well structured complex systems... :-) The NEXT such Meeting shall prove much more profitable for all.
 

3. Potential speakers. Why should the same always hit the highlights? Besides, are highlights always deserved?
 

4. The STOA Experience and Enterprise. It takes courage - even in 2007 - to express new and innovative ideas. STOA is taking many bold steps, facilitates EP-EC interactivity and deserves to be encouraged on an international scale for more impact. One essential key to success is understanding and implementing the notion of "integrated interdisciplinarity".  
The NewPOL Network and STOA objectives are complementary. The NewPOL Network is working on World level and not just the EU). Feedback from Africa, India, China, Korea, Russia, ...could definitely help STOA in their European enterprise.
 

5. Top priority in the third millennium should be: world society well being and quality of life.
 

6. Educate the public on "Brain Sciences"? Here again, not JUST Brain Sciences. But here we enter the realm of "interfaces".
 

7. The NewPOL Network has succeeded in its enterprise so far with only private funding. We have as yet received no support at all from any Institution. We hope to find funds: i) through the publication of our first book; - ii) after the NewPOL Network International Press Conference that shall be held in Brussels/Tervuren; - iii) after the NewPOL Network presentation before the Acting Director of ERA. The objective here is to change the European Research/Educational Structure. Funds shall also be needed for the Congress in China (the International Multidisciplinary Interface Research Congress). 
 

We shall be collaborating with the EC ICT Department and chances are that this shall open other possibilities inside the EC.
 

I am therefore suggesting possible future STOA <---> NewPOL Network collaboration and/or integration.
