Concerns: Invitation to collaborate in the New Capacity Building Programme (NCBP)

Dear Colleagues,

Since everything is connected to everything, what we now need is an initiative or programme that does. There is a need for a platform to bring all the data together. A new global governance infrastructure is required. Well, this is the New Capacity Building Programme (please see below) which is in fact how to manage big data/IoT to achieve and sustain the citizens’ well being and quality of life in world society, the Third Millennium’s top priority. All is, nearly, set.    

We are interested in interfaces, but since this sounds rather abstract, please first read through the following two publications on LinkedIn that can serve as an “executive summary” giving you the bigger picture straight away:

We are seeking active collaboration, avant-garde citizens from all backgrounds with entrepreneurial spirit – civil society, researchers, academics, artists, politicians, industry, ... - in your country to create an active New Capacity Building Programme National Representation in charge of launching its own National Brainstorming Event. You would either join up to boost - or replace - the existing Team of interested – but too passive – members in your own country. Funds for NBEs must come from National/European/International mandates together with coordinated financial support from crowd-funding, investors, venture capitalists, private sector, industry, sponsors and donators.  
The NCBP is a long-term project (perhaps 10 years) with immediate, medium and long-term impact that optimises an interface of fundamental importance to the planet’s and civilisation’s destiny: the State of Mind/Mindset. The  State of Mind shall determine the Education of Tomorrow that shall determine the Governance of Tomorrow. 
If businesses want to change the equation in relation to education, then their investment must be part of that equation. 
I am the Founding Director and CEO of the IMNRC-NewPOL Network, an independent avant-garde private academic research institution that has its administrative and residential HQ based just outside Brussels and that has acquired a strong international political and academic reputation in the field of New Capacity Building. We are thus one level above traditional educational (school/university) networks.
As stated above, we are basically interested in interfaces: abstracted tangibles bathing in a sea of intangibles. I am directing the New Capacity Building Program (NCBP) which is a typical holistic multicultural integrated interdisciplinary project. The NCBP is not a project in the conventional sense because it focuses its attention on our central processing unit (or central processing interface), the Mindset or State of Mind. 
The NCBP can be artificially subdivided into multiple interacting sectors. 
For ease of understanding in this introduction, I have grouped these into just three: 
	
	· The Education of Tomorrow and the Governance of Tomorrow. This includes the National Brainstorming Events (NBEs), Master in Interfaces, the Interface Events, the International Multidisciplinary Interface Research Congress (IMIRC), the International Interface Research Center (IIRC), the Interface Assimilation Program (IAP) and the Doctorate in Interfaces.


 
	
	· The second is on Smart Cities giving the latter much more scope including bioeconomy. Pilot Scheme 1 (PS-1) – achieving and sustaining village/town/city society well being and quality of life with Smart Cities – is a typical holistic multicultural integrated interdisciplinary interactive project that considers the village/town/city as a patient. Pilot Scheme 1 invites collective citizen participation through both direct face to face meetings and interactive software, integrating Big Data. Pilot Scheme 1 thus has high educational value. Pilot Scheme 1 is embedded in the NCBP and was presented (fourth consecutive time) for Energy Day Events during EUSEW 2015. 


 
	
	· Finally, a project on cancer research (Pilot Scheme 2) that led to a successful innovative treatment of invasive bladder cancer in the Elderly (waiving the need for radical cystectomy and/or six week intensive radiotherapy) by applying the basic principles in our EoI “The Physics of Life and the Neuroimmunoendocrine System: an interdisciplinary understanding of diseases and healing potential in the human being explored using novel approaches to therapy”. The EoI opens multiple new avenues for research in Medicine including applications for long distance space flight. 
As you may surely know, plagiarism is endemic in this world of unhealthy competition so extreme caution is needed when networking for partnerships and collaboration. Euroscience, Foresight, the EIT, some “innovative” Smart City projects, iMinds and I suspect the Human Brain Project itself were all inspired from my work without the slightest economic recognition in complete violation of Intellectual Property Rights thereby blocking our own entrepreneurial endeavours. Legal action is being considered regarding the EIT and DG EAC (European Commission) for plagiarism. 
When the EU Institutions whine because of the lack of trust and the growing public rejection, perhaps some should look in the mirror. 
Knowledge is definitely universal, neither yours nor mine, anyone is welcome to use my ideas for the benefit of humanity but if a protocol/research result/treatment/idea has marketing value, the profits should be shared – solidarity… - at the very least with the person(s) from whom the work/idea originated. 

We are based in a region of Flanders (Belgium) that has become strongly nationalist. Nationalism is dominating Flanders for the same four reasons that explain the progress of nationalism in other countries:

1. Nationalist solidarity exists; democratic solidarity does not. 


2. Nationalists are very active; democracy is passive but very good at whining… 


3. Many nationalists don’t necessarily all belong to the N-VA and Vlaams Belang (the official Flemish Nationalist political parties). 

4. Finally, the politically moderate Flemish are far too passive. 

Nationalism has exacerbated the politico-linguistic apartheid and ostracism with enormous pressure to crush our institution out of existence. 
Nationalism is against multicultural diversity, turning differences from constructive creative exchanges to destructive confrontations and doing an enormous harm to Flanders’ reputation on the international scene. It is indeed quite a feat for us – isolated in a kind of “Berlin Wall” in the Flemish Brabant - to have achieved such progress and so many breakthroughs. This would have been impossible without Internet. 
Yes, this is the situation in 2015, 12 km from Brussels, the Capital of Europe, the Capital of Democracy and Human Rights...in complete indifference.  Hypocrisy is perhaps the most sustainable characteristic of our civilisation. 
Fortunately, things do seem to be changing and Flemish citizens of another caliber are beginning to take a keen interest in our activities and joining in.  I hope that this is not too late. The terrible fragmentation in Belgium that has resulted from the surrealistic politico-linguistic complexity of this country has created enormous communication problems that could have serious consequences for the population at large. 
Regarding the Education of Tomorrow, we have a protocol that enables an exploration of understanding. This requires technology that needs to be further developed in brain imagery. The latter is needed for our Interface Assimilation Program, the flagship research program of the futuristic education and research center IIRC (International Interface Research Center) for which investors are also needed. As you may know, the Human Brain Project is encountering serious difficulties because of internal friction and managing problems, and we therefore have to start all over again but with another team: this is what we are doing. 
I am also keen on introducing neuroimmunoendocrinology (integrated interdisciplinary approach to the patient) - an advanced course - in Medical School. Actually, the term Nutrineuroimmunoendocrinology would even be more appropriate. All are interfaces, but I shall not go into this now. Medical Schools may contact me directly.
Regarding Smart Cities, we need to bring together expertise in ALL the networks that constitute a city and see how these can be articulated together: a gigantic task but which once fulfilled in a highly articulate interactive model shall greatly facilitate customised responses to the citizens’ needs in villages/towns/cities. As explained in one of our Ezines (please see below), Pilot Scheme 1 is far more advanced than traditional existing Smart City Projects because holistic. 

Regarding our EoI, we not only need funds for a cohort study to officialise our novel and successful cancer treatment in the elderly, but also to explore the formidable new avenues of research that the EoI allows.
Our worst enemy is inertia. Inertia has multiple components. Many don’t want to change including powerful lobbies (oil, gas, finance, education, institutional, industrial, pharmaceutical, political, …).
