I am the founding director and CEO of the IMNRC (International Multidisciplinary Neuroscience Research Center asbl/vzw) and Principal Coordinator of the NewPOL Consortium Network (http://www.imnrc.org/NCN/NewPOL%20Network/newpol.htm), a very avant-garde Organisation and a highly interactive articulate platform whose primary objective is making you aware of the notion of interfaces, their omnipresence and fundamental importance.

We have more than 50000 members worldwide and work through interactive integrated interdisciplinary nodes, the National Coordinating (NC) Teams. There are already 21 NC Teams: China, Russia, Israel, Korea, India, Africa, South America, UK, ...

5. The Belgian Crisis
