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Dear Colleagues,

I am the founding director and CEO of the IMNRC (International Multidisciplinary Neuroscience Research Center asbl/vzw) and Principal Coordinator of the NewPOL Consortium Network (http://www.imnrc.org/NCN/NewPOL%20Network/newpol.htm), a very avant-garde Organisation and a highly interactive articulate platform whose primary objective is making you aware of the notion of interfaces, their omnipresence and fundamental importance.
The Interface explores “The System”, and therefore all its sub-systems. Please see below.
For example, the “Interface” seems to be the only appropriate investigating tool to develop our Expression of Interest (EoI): "The Physics of Life and the Neuroimmunoendocrine System: an integrated understanding of diseases and healing potential in the human being explored using novel approaches to therapy". 
The Interface has countless other applications in other “thematic areas” and links these together.
We have nearly 60000 members worldwide and work through interactive integrated interdisciplinary nodes, the National Coordinating (NC) Teams, in China, Russia, Israel, Korea, India, Africa, South America, UK, ... We have quite recently been given the possibility of extending our whole network throughout the African Continent. This is very encouraging!

We are regularly invited to the European Parliament, European Commission and European Council for workshops and conferences. Many European Parliament and European Commission initiatives have been inspired from the NewPOL Network. There shall be an International NewPOL Network Press Conference held in Brussels, a presentation before the Acting Director of ERA and our International Multidisciplinary Interface Research Congress held in China (Please see below).

The NewPOL Network therefore seems to be the only organisation capable of taking up a formidable challenge: completely rethinking “The System”.

How?

We propose The Interface Paradigm.

The Interface Paradigm is based on The Theory of Interfaces, an interdisciplinary integration of the infinitesimally small with the infinitesimally large. The Theory is very new, complex and not available within the existing educational framework. It is therefore not at all surprising that The Interface Paradigm is considered difficult to understand by most. 

Simply phrased, the Interface Paradigm is a State of Mind. It is the latter that determines the way you collect, assimilate/understand and articulate data together. Whatever the data.

A more intuitive approach is proposed to the general public. You may have heard of the poem « If… » by R. Kipling ; there are elements of the Interface Paradigm here. Others speak of a universal aristocracy and not reserved to a pseudo-« elite ». Indeed, we consider that in every human being, whatever his/her ethnic origin, lies a latent Leonardo da Vinci (i.e. multi-gifted) but more often than not crushed by « The System ».

« The System » breaks, fragments, compartmentalises the natural interconnectivity between all things. The Interface Paradigm restores this natural interconnectivity naturally (and not by force).

The Interface Paradigm « works ». But we do not as yet quite understand why or how it works. This is still a mystery.

This is why a whole three week congress - the International Multidisciplinary Interface Research Congress (IMIRC) that shall be held in China – is being organised: to explore the « interface » and hopefully thereby achieve a better understanding of what could possibly « be » an « interface ».
The Interface Paradigm has enabled us to achieve two major breakthroughs: 

 

1. Medical and scientific: we developed a new and successful invasive bladder cancer treatment in collaboration with St. Jean Hospital in Brussels. The results shall be published. This was made possible by the creation of CWINs: Customised World Interdisciplinary Networks. Please check out http://www.imnrc.org/NCN/Activities/CWINs/CWIN%204/CWIN%204-1/cwin_4-1.htm 

2. Political. Our proposal to create Interface Ministries (one per country) has been found very appealing by senior European Council Officials. 
There is an urgent need to create a National Society Well Being and Quality of Life Profile. Since the citizen’s well being and quality of life – to be considered as the 3rd Millennium’s Top Priority – is the interdisciplinary integration of education, environment, R & D, health, the human sciences, culture, religion, food and water, politics, economics, finance, urbanism, etc…, etc,…, only an integrated interdisciplinary approach at governance level shall be able to establish such a National Society Well Being and Quality of Life Profile. 
This explains the need to create one Interface Ministry per Country (that shall progressively integrate all the other Ministries in that country).each being linked to an Interface Ministry Network in turn linked to a European Union/United Nations DG Interface Department. So structured, the establishment of this world network shall at last enable the coordination and synchronisation all efforts (initiatives, projects, …) to improve the citizen’s well being and quality of life on Planet Earth.
The creation of an Interface Ministry Network as described above together with that of Customised World Interdisciplinary Networks (CWINs) is the solution we offer to enable maximum impact on any initiative that has a direct bearing on World society well being and quality of life.  

One of our objectives is trying to integrate the notion of Society Well Being and Quality of Life into the European and thereafter World Jurisprudence.

The more complex a system is, the more inert it becomes. We simplify complexities. This means restructuring the European Institutions and Governance. Some are definitely for, others not. The link http://www.imnrc.org/NCN/Activities/activities.htm illustrates « The System’s » fear of change: it muzzles the citizen if confronted with a real threat to its existence. Rather disturbing I would say.
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
