Prof. Lucia Migliore  is actually  interested in the study of genetic and environmental factors involved in the onset of complex neurodegenerative diseases (Alzheimer disease, Parkinson disease, Amiotrophic Lateral Sclerosis), according to the following reaserch lines:

- Neurotoxins that may play a role in neurodegenerative disorders: we are focussing our attention on some neurotoxic metals, able to induce oxidative damage.

-  Identification of “a battery of assays” for the detection of oxidative damage at peripheral level in of  subjects at risk to develop AD, or with pre-pathogenic conditions (i.e. Mild Cognitive Impairment subjects, Down syndrome patients, young  mothers of DS children).

- Studies aimed to primary prevention in subjects with pre-pathogenic conditions of neurodegenerative  diseases.

- Studies on susceptibility genes (i.e. folate gene polymorphisms). 

- Reduction of toxicity of conjugated nanoparticles  for drug delivery.
