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The Top Priority of the Third Millennium is World Society Well Being and Quality of Life (WSWBQoL). In order to meet this challenge you need to “integrate”, the most urgent and complex challenge of our time.

By integration, I do not mean oxymorons like thematic/focussed  integration or so-called integrated roadmaps (action plans, grids) for water (health, environment, CO2 emission, finance, food, …) all of which are fragmented approaches in disguise, but holistic interactive interdisciplinary integration that integrates all the roadmaps, action plans and grids together. Problem: we can’t. There is a general consensus regarding interdisciplinarity but we are light-years away from integrated interdisciplinarity. And this is what is needed to deal with WSWBQoL. 
There is therefore a need to really innovate! This means innovating how we think, the thinking process, the thinking paradigm.

Despite all the knowledge, data, philosophies, religions, cultures, policies and technologies that have been accumulated since the beginning of humanity, the world system has nonetheless turned our planet earth into a ticking time bomb. So there is a problem. There is a problem in the way we think, in the very way we process data. 
We must look elsewhere. Where? The State of Mind (SoM) or Mindset. The SoM determines the way you process – collect, assimilate, understand and articulate – data together, whatever the data. 

There is therefore the need to optimize the SoM for complex avant-garde integrated interdisciplinary challenge processing. This is the kind of training that is needed today - New Capacity Building (NCB) - going beyond accumulating to integrating data. This we offer with our Master in Interfaces (M.I.), a one year academic course including an introduction to IFT (Interface Theory), an introduction to Integrated Interdisciplinarity and the whole series of Interface Events (IEs) that introduce cross-disciplinary thinking. Applications are welcome but very competitive for lack of space. Selection of applicants is based on profile and integrated interdisciplinary potential. There is a pre-evaluation or admission procedure: an interdisciplinary presentation followed by an interview. Deadline for registration: 31rst July 2013. NCB basically requires only a Bottom-Up (BU) approach. Indeed, the situation is similar to that found when in order to be able to use a highly sophisticated programme (software) you need to buy a HPC (hardware). Integrated interdisciplinary education including the Interface Assimilation Programme (IAP) (see below) is too advanced to be applied directly to human beings already formatted by the existing educational system. There is first a need to defragment, decondition, in so doing preparing the brain for, making it receptive to the Education of Tomorrow (EdoT). Here we are taking advantage of the extraordinary dynamic plasticity of the central nervous system.  
The problem is not only that the BU approach shall à priori be very slow, but the world situation is critical. It is becoming urgent to create a collective planetary awareness of the importance of the citizens’ well being and quality of life in a world society. This can only be achieved rapidly through the Governance of Tomorrow (GovoT), a Top-Down (TD) approach. 

NCB therefore includes a BUTP (Bottom-Up Top-Down) strategy. BU is the EdoT. TD is the GovoT.

1. The BU approach or Education of Tomorrow, integrated interdisciplinarity. The existing educational system is not sufficiently powerful to enable us to deal with the complexities of the challenges we are faced with. Since there is yet no institution that can apply the Education of Tomorrow, there is a need to create one. This is the futuristic educational and research center, IIRC (International Interface Research Center) that explores interfaces. The IIRC shall be introduced during PART III of the International Multidisciplinary Interface Research Congress (IMIRC) (please see below).

We are basically interested in interfaces. Interface Theory (IFT) is a completely new and very complex field of research proposing a kind of universal algorithm and involving new much more powerful mathematics and new physics. Interfaces are not only omnipresent, they are the interconnecting principle that integrate the infinitesimally small with the infinitesimally large. IFT elegantly illustrates the fundamental natural interconnectedness between all “things” - interfaces - in the Universe and how by creating an artificial yet convincing discontinuity, replacing it by a conceptual interconnectedness thereby confusing the orders of abstraction and losing him/herself in a conceptual maze, the Human Being is leading civilisation - and Planet Earth - to its doom. IFT restores the continuity and eliminates cross-level navigational confusion. The interface is also an extraordinarily powerful investigating tool; it is the key to understanding the Universe including therefore ourselves and the Life Sciences. Applications of IFT are multiple and range from fundamental research to new governance. 

The IMIRC shall explore the World of Interfaces. The "Interface" is so abstract and complex that many years have been necessary to prepare this congress. In fact, the IMIRC explores “understanding” and if we understand how the brain understands, this shall have revolutionary implications in education, research and our daily lives. There shall be three parts. PART I: Network Programmes (NPs). Ten NPs in all - for example, NP1 = The physics and the mathematics of the life sciences in the Universe - with thematic workshops (WS) for each NP. Workshops shall be organized for each NP. We shall see how these WSs from the same and different NPs can be articulated together, exploring the Missing Links and the Common Denominator in so doing creating a working platform for the Interface Assimilation Program (IAP) that shall be discussed in Part II. PART II. A. Integrated Interdisciplinary Conclusions for Part I. B. Interface Assimilation Programme (IAP), a very advanced cognitive neuroscience project for the Education of Tomorrow. C. Exploring our EoI "The physics of life and the neuroimmunoendocrine system: an interdisciplinary understanding of diseases and healing potential in the human being explored using novel approaches to therapy". PART III. The International Interface Research Center (IIRC). Discussing the design, budget and location for the first pilot IIRC. Pilot IIRCs can be created from anew or by transforming existing institutions. 
I have said on another occasion that I was very pessimistic regarding the future of Horizon 2020 as structured. Integration means efficiency and economy. I also said that it is quite possible to fuse all the thematics together under one project. How can we do this? By applying the same methodology as for Part I of the IMIRC (please see above). 

I mentioned one project. Now I am often asked (please see below) what is a useful degree/qualification in 2013? I replied that a useful degree/qualification in 2013 is one that enables the human being to make a concrete contribution to the Third Millennium’s Top Priority: World Society Well Being and Quality of Life. 

What is a useful project in 2013? A useful project in 2013 is one that enables the human being to make a concrete contribution to the Third Millennium’s Top Priority: World Society Well Being and Quality of Life. Same principle.
This is the World Society Well being and Quality of Life Project (WSWBQoLP) that can perfectly well integrate Horizon 2020.

It is important to be aware of the obstacles to the EdoT, integrated interdisciplinarity. EdoT raises concern, resentment and even hate because this means the collapse of the existing educational system worldwide with two major consequences:

i. Economic. The existing Educational System is a very lucrative commercial enterprise. Open any University Programme and look at the plethora of all these exquisitely tasty expensive degrees… 

Universities have become Degree Factories where not only has the quality of training become questionable but also the evaluation itself is corrupted (who succeeds, who fails, who shall obtain good marks or honours for the final exam and so forth) in far too many establishments.

Universities as structured today shall disappear. Tomorrow, a citizen who shall wish to become a  biochemist or physician or engineer shall acquire the necessary knowledge with highly elaborate customised programmes (software) offering practical training when needed and then take the examination to qualify for the job. This short-circuits the traditional educational establishments that shall mainly serve as tutors or for practical work. 

The Degree the IIRC - with the Interface Assimilation Programme (IAP) - shall offer integrates all these together: efficiency and economy, but with catastrophic financial consequences for the existing educational system if the latter does not convert to integrated interdisciplinary education facilities.  

ii. Obsolescence. The existing qualifications shall become obsolete and not all that useful anymore. But what is a useful degree in 2013? A useful  degree in 2013 is a degree that addresses and contributes usefully to the 3rd Millennium’s top priority, World Society Well Being and Quality of Life. Considering the hundreds of thousands or perhaps millions of degrees delivered worldwide you would think that in this “world of excellence”, we should be living in paradise… Far from it!  
The IIRC shall replace the educational component of the EIT and this is indeed excellent news. Now it is important to see that the IIRC offers much more than just the Education of Tomorrow enabling access to the World of Interfaces. EIT tries to link education with research, technology and industry. Research, technology and industry are also interfaces, but limited to research, technology and industry. The IIRC not only deals with education, research, technology and industry, but goes much further including all interfaces. The IIRC has therefore more potential than the EIT: education, research, technology, industry, and much more. In fact, the IIRC makes achieving and sustaining World Society Well Being and Quality of Life possible.   
2. The TD approach or Governance of Tomorrow, New Global Governance (NGG) introduced by the World Society Well Being and Quality of Life Project (WSWBQoLP). NGG is holistic interactive integrated interdisciplinary governance where the international referential is not economy, not finance, but the Third Millennium’s Top Priority, World Society Well Being and Quality of Life that includes economy, that includes finance, … The perspective is completely different. Approximately 260 countries in the world have been invited to create their national society well being and quality of life team (NSWBQoLT) in order to create their national society well being and quality of life profile (NSWBQoLP). There shall be a World Society Well Being and Quality of Life Summit where each country shall be invited to present its NSWBQoLP.  During this Summit, we shall see how all these profiles can be articulated together, exploring the missing links and the common denominator. In so doing, we are creating the platform for NGG where the international referential is, WSWBQoL. In order to facilitate the creation and coordination of NSWBQoLTs, we created a WSWBQoLP group on Linkedin. In about three weeks, the number of interested countries increased from about twenty to a hundred. A very encouraging result. 

The political fragmentation in the EU, in the European Parliament, in the United Nations, in the World is quite catastrophic, but there is now a concrete strategy we can propose to achieve and sustain a European and World political consensus without which Europe (and the World) is doomed. This is the WSWBQoLP where the international referential is WSWBQoL. This shall change the international mindset. The center of gravity shall shift from finance to SWBQoL. There is now a progressive general consensus that the only option available to coordinate, harmonise and blend the chaotic world increase in disconnected roadmaps, action plans and grids is the WSWBQoLP because it integrates all these initiatives and bubbles together.   
The WSWBQoLP proposes to replace Fitch, Moody's and S&P ratings by National Society Well Being and Quality of Life ratings. 
I have asked to make a presentation of the WSWBQoLP before the European Institutions and the United Nations to boost the whole process.
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
